Westley Resendes’ accomplishments are certainly impressive.  He is Community Prep’s first alum to graduate from 
St. George’s School, he is on his way to Harvard, and in June The Providence Journal published an article he wrote 
about his experience at St. George’s.  Then consider that Westley was born profoundly deaf.

With a cochlear implant and a wonderful sign-language interpreter, Michele Neiley, 
he came to Community Prep in fourth grade as part of the school’s twenty-two-year 
mainstreaming partnership with the Rhode Island School for the Deaf.

A stellar student at Community Prep, he was easily accepted to St. George’s 
where he thrived, learned to play the baritone horn, and managed the football 

team.  Looking back he says, “I learned through 
Community Prep’s daily pledge that I should 
always approach anything I do with absolute 
enthusiasm.  I steadfastly attempt ‘to use each 
day to the fullest, realizing that it can never come 
back again.’  Through the pledge and the school’s 

approach to education, I became an individual determined to succeed.”

West hopes to work some day at Harvard’s Stem Cell Institute researching how to plant stem cells in the cochlea 
of the inner ear to restore hearing.  If his success so far is any indication, he probably will.
